Before entering the bath, sit
on the bath stalls or on your
knees and wash, then rinse
your body thoroughly. While
you are doing that, you can
hold your towel with your
free hand, or wrap it around
your waist.
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Don’t enter the bath with
your towel on or soak it in
the bath water. If you want,
soak your towel with cold
water from the tap at the
washing area, and keep it
on your head. This will help
to stop you feeing faint or
dizzy from the hot water.

Before going back to the
changing area, wring the
water out of your towel and
dry your body with it. Don’t
forget to rehydrate with a
drink afterwards!

The reason why Suginami ward is called
“animation town” is because there are
more than 130 animation companies
registered here. Animation production
is a collaborative effort that requires
input from a lot of individuals. In Japan,
animators tend to work at their own
place in the suburbs. However, many TV
companies and publishers are situated
in the center of Tokyo. One of the main
reasons why animation companies set up
their offices in Suginami ward is because
there’s great access to many locations.
Therefore, their project supervisors can
visit their animators/contributors easily.
For instance, Cowboy Bebop, which is
Elsa’s favorite anime, is produced by
a company based in Suginami called
Sunrise Inc. In her home country of
France, Japanese anime is very popular.
She has been a big fan of it since she
was very young. Her first manga book
was “Pretty Guardian Sailor Moon” and
she’s avid watcher of Ghibli anime too.
What does she have to say about the

museum? “I like the pillar with all the
drawings and autographs of animators
and voice actors, because it makes me
feel that these are the roots of Japanese
anime.
